The National Institute of Health, Islamabad shared the fact with the National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA) that the Ministry of Health, Singapore had confirmed 03 cases of H1NI, out of them a 28 years American female working in Singapore had travelled from Honolulu via Tokyo on 25th / 26th May, 2009. 

It was reported that during her travel to Singapore, she developed influenza symptoms on 26th May, 2009 thereby possibly affecting accompanying passengers. The Singapore Government collected information about close contacts who sat within 03 rows (front and back), during travel in both flights (Honolulu-Tokyo-Singapore). One of the suspected case was a Pakistani national (name and other details are not being published).

The contact details of the suspect were obtained by the NDMA from Directorate of Immigration and Passport, Islamabad. The report of the National Institute of Health was shared with Director General, Provincial Disaster Management Authority, Punjab who investigated the case and reported that the suspect had not  developed any symptoms of Influenza H1N1; Swine Flu.
