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UPDATE ON LANDSLIDING / LAKE (VILLAGE ATTA ABAD) - PERIOD COVERED UPTO 1800 HOURS 17 JUNE 2010
1. Background. Around mid day, on 4 January 10, a massive land slide triggered in the area leaving 19 dead (all from Vill Sarat) and 7 injured. The slide blocked Hunza River and KKH, leaving approximately 25,000 population of Upper Hunza stranded and cut off from rest of the country.
2. Displaced Families / Individuals
· Due to Land Sliding. 141 Houses (1652 individuals) of Village Attabad & Sarat displaced due to land sliding on 4 Jan.

· Due to Blockage of Access Roads. All the valleys upstream of the lake, to include Shimshal, Sust, Chupurson and Misghar, where no damage has occurred, but people are suffering due to no economic activity and non availability of items of daily sustenance (total affected population 25000).

· Displacement as a Safety Measure. Evacuation of endangered population from District Hunza and Gilgit has been completed. Their belongings are intact and safe, presently they are being looked after in 22 x camps:-.

3. Response
· Early warning system in place. 

· Evacuation of threatened areas against sudden breach of water completed.

· Army troops deployed in Hunza, Gilgit and Chillas to assist civil administration.

· Helicopters placed at Gilgit for relief operation.

· Army Engineer Corps and FWO made responsible for maintenance of bridges and KKH respectively. 
· Sustenance of population through provision of food and medicines.

4. Comprehensive package for the affected population of Gilgit Baltistan announced bt the Prime Minister, for which detailed modalities are being worked out.

5. Latest Situation 

· Hunza lake overtopped the spillway on 29 May, currently the total discharge at Ganish Bridge is 6697 cusecs.

· Lake situation is being monitored with cameras/Helicopter.

· People of Upper Hunza are being sustained through helicopters. 1348 sorties have been conducted since 4 January May 2010 (12748 Persons and 388 tons of relief goods transported so far).
