FLASH FLOODS –  22 JULY 


1.   Based upon PMD Forecast for widespread rains during the period from 20 July-22 July, NDMA issued a timely Weather Advisory to all concerned forewarning them against likely possibility of inundation in low lying areas. Heavy rains during night 21/22 July affected Kohlu, Barkhan, Sibi and Dera Murad Jamali in Balochistan, additionally; damages have also been reported in District Dera Ghazi Khan and Rajanpur in Punjab.

b.	Infrastructure / Miscellaneous.	The road / rail network has been affected at different locations due to erosion caused by the flood. The railway communication between Quetta and rest of the country is cut off since 22 July.

4.     Relief Activities


a.	NDMA has so far delivered 2400 tents, 4800 plastic mats and 800 blankets.


b.	UNHCR and UNICEF have been requested to provide 2000 Non-Food Item kits and 4000 Hygiene Kits, respectively. 


c.	On request from NDMA, PRCS has mobilised its teams in the affected areas and shall cater for the food / healthcare requirements of population of villages of Talli and Sultankot for next 3 months.


d.     1300 troops (including 4 medical teams) and 3 helicopters from Southern Command actively participated in the relief operation.


e.	Army helicopters actively supported the relief operations in Rajanpur.


f.	Chairman NDMA visited the affected areas on 23 July and had interaction with the affected people and meetings with the local / army authorities as well as the NGOs for speedy relief work.


g.	Provincial authorities have been proposed requisite measures for early recovery and rehabilitation in the affected areas.
