Protection and assistance activities to meet the needs of people affected by the recent conflict in the Malakand region - Update: April until 09.08.2009
Since May 2009, the ICRC, in close co-operation with the Pakistan Red Crescent Society (PRCS) has been actively involved in supporting the victims of the current hostilities in the Malakand region. In response to this crisis, the ICRC is focusing on the assistance of displaced people residing in camps or with host families as well as people still living in the affected areas. The ICRC focuses furthermore on the treatment as well as the evacuation of weapon-wounded patients from the conflict zones where access to health services has become very difficult.
One of the ICRC's main priorities remains to reach the areas directly affected by fighting, such as Swat, Buner, Dir and Malakand districts by providing food
, non-food assistance
 and health care to displaced people and other persons directly affected by the hostilities. The ICRC is supplying basic health units and hospitals with medicines and equipment. It has deployed various teams (economic security, health, water and sanitation, protection) including both expatriate and national staff.

The ICRC protection team, in close co-operation with the Pakistan Red Crescent Society (PRCS) is also facilitating the re-establishment of family links by providing free phone call services to the people in search of their family members. The team registers also cases of separated children to trace their families. 
I) Assistance and protection activities in favour of persons affected by displacement and people living in the affected areas

	Swat district



ICRC's first focus was on providing medical assistance as well as evacuating wounded people from the conflict zone. Since June, the ICRC has increased his presence in Mingora. Mid-June and in July, food and non-food assistance for people in Mingora and its Southern parts was distributed, as well as in Saidu Sharif hospital. In addition, medical assistance was donated to the Saidu Sharif Hospital in July.
A protection team also provided satellite phone calls to people searching for their family members (Re-establishment of Family Links).

	Health: Civil Hospital: Donation of 2 Basic Units, 2 Dressing Modules, 160 litre of diesel; evacuation of 3 wounded patients by the ICRC and facilitation of the evacuation of another 11 wounded persons.

Protection/Re-establishment of Family Links: Free satellite phone calls were facilitated for the patients of the hospital.

	Lower and Upper Dir districts



Since end of May, the ICRC has resumed its presence in Dir with a multi-sectoral team, composed of staff members from the Economic Security, Water and Sanitation, Medical and Protection departments. ICRC provided food assistance to the displaced people living in the five currently existing camps in Lower Dir.

The ICRC presence remained permanent from the beginning of June on. 
The Water and Sanitation team has been working on the rehabilitation of the sanitation facilities and water supply in the Gov. Girls College and in the Technical College Timergara, as well as on the improvement of water supply in Asbanr (Lower Dir), and Ghandigar camp (Upper Dir).

In June, the ICRC also provided food to displaced people in Asbanr area, and food and soap rations for the 5 camps in Lower Dir, for the IDP living off camps in Timergara and surrounding area. The IDP living in camps in Barawal, Gandigar and the 2 Wari camps in Upper Dir also received food and soap rations. 
During the month of July, 19'381 food and soap rations were provided to IDP families living in camps and out of camps in Lower Dir. Last week, 1'865 rations were distributed in camps in Upper Dir.

The ICRC was supporting the PRCS in Shah Munsoor camp by providing food and non-food items, medical supply required for the Basic Health Unit as well as the material needed for the different Water and Sanitation work. From 14 to 28.07, the IDPs were moved out of the camp in the frame of the return plan from the authorities and the 29.07., the camp was closed and the dismantling work started.

II) Other ICRC medical activities

ICRC Surgical Hospital for Weapon-Wounded: A total of 444 patients received treatment in the ICRC hospital in Peshawar since the opening of the hospital on 18 February. From the 03 to 09.08, the hospital has admitted 9 newly weapon-wounded patients. 

The Orthopaedic Programme in Peshawar (Hayatabad), PIPOS: The ICRC continued to support the PIPOS in the following two-fold project:

-
The physical rehabilitation programme whose objective is to assist in fitting physically disabled primarily from NWFP and FATA with orthopaedic appliances: Prostheses (Artificial limbs), Orthoses (Mechanical devices that restore, correct lost body functions), mobility aids (Wheel chairs, Crutches) as well as physiotherapy treatments.

A total of 1'333 patients have been seen since January. Of this, 423 were amputees, including 78 who have befitted from fitting with a prostheses. A total of 600 orthoses were fitted to the non-amputees. Others benefited from repairs, follow-up clinics, surgical referrals and physiotherapy treatment.

-
Home Care Project (HCP) whose objective is to reintegrate the Spinal Cord Injured patients in their family and community and restore their dignity. The services offered include: home adaptations (access building of ramps), physiotherapy, equipment for daily activities, wheel chair assessment, prescription and provision, orthotic devices and mobility aids.

A total of 1004 Spinal cord injuries patients have been assisted, an average of 77 monthly visits have been made since January, a total of 80 wheel chairs have been provided to patients, a total of 71 patients have been referred for medical consultations since January.

� The ICRC standard food package (for one family for one month) consists of: 50 kg wheat flour, 20 kg rice, 25 kg split peas, 15 kg ghee, 5 kg sugar, 1 kg tea, 1 kg salt, 1 kg laundry powder and 0.675 kg washing soap.


� The non-food item package (normally distributed only once per family) includes: kitchen set, bucket, basin/tubs, tarpaulins, blankets, restricted cloth kits, jerry-can, hygiene kit (according to the needs of the IDPs).
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
