o City/District Administrations are to ensure contingency traffic plans for areas vulnerable to flooding
in urban centres, (as indicated above) catering for prompt de-watering operations in flooded areas.

and response in vulnerable low-lying areas downstream Tarbela & Mangla Dams in-case of any
emergent water discharges or flooding situation in light of present reservoir levels.

e NHA/FWO / Local C&W Depts to ensure pre-placement of machinery and timely restoration of |
damaged road linkages.

e Rescue Services, Armed Forces and leading NGOs / CSOs to ensure availability of personnel /
equipment in the indicated areas & be on stand-by for rapid response.
