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Likely Exposed Areas of Balochistan for Urban/Flash Flooding
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According to the weather forecast, significant rainfall is anticipated in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KP) &

Balochistan Province till 21st April 2024. These moderate to heavy rains are likely to cause a surge in water

levels within streams and nullahs (ephemeral streams). This rapid rise in water volume can lead to

riverine/flash flooding, posing a potential threat to life and property in vulnerable areas.
