7. Weather Forecast for Next 24 Hours. Scattered wind-thunderstorm / rain with one or two

heavy falls is expected over the upper catchments of all the Major Rivers along with Rawalpindi,
Gujranwala, Sargodha, Lahore, Faisalabad, Sahiwal & Bahawalpur Divisions. Isolated wind-
thunderstorm / rain is expected over Peshawar, Kohat & D. I. Khan Divisions.

b. Rain-thundershower with Isolated heavy falls are expected in Islamabad, Rawalpindi,
Attock, Jhelum, Chakwal, Gujranwala, Hafizabad, Gujrat, Sialkot, Narowal, Lahore,
Sheikhupura, Faisalabad, Kasur, Okara, Sahiwal, Pakpattan, Bahawalnagar, Dir,
Swat, Buner, Shangla, Mansehra, Abbottabad, Haripur, Mardan, Nowshera,
Charsadda, Kashmir and Gilgit-Baltistan on Thursday / Friday (3 — 4 September
